FROM THE DESK OF FR ERIC ANDERSEN
Each week, when I have a day that is not an obligatory feast, I 
have been scheduling votive Masses for Vocations.  There are 
three different Masses to choose from in the 1962 Missal: (1) 
For Vocations to the Clerical State; (2) For Preserving 
Vocations to the Clerical State; and (3) For the Fostering and 
Obtaining of Religious Vocations.  All three of these are 
important for different reasons.  First of all, we wish to promote 
the discernment of priestly and religious vocations in general 
among our young people.  Secondly, for those who have 
entered into seminary or religious vocations, we wish to pray 
that they will persevere.  Thirdly, since the consecrated 
religious life is a higher vocation than the secular priesthood 
(i.e., diocesan priesthood), we need to pray for that separately 
and specifically.  Our parish has been blessed with many 
vocations in the past several years.  Let us continue to pray for 
our seminarians and religious from this parish.  
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
